District in East London, England

Human settlement in England

West Ham is an area in East London, located 6.1 mi (9.8 km) 2 east of Charing Cross in the west
of the modern London Borough of Newham.

The area, which lies immediately to the 2 north of the River Thames and east of the River Lea,
was originally an ancient parish formed to serve parts 2 of the older Manor of Ham, and it later
became a County Borough. The district, part of the historic county 2 of Essex, was an
administrative unit, with largely consistent boundaries, from the 12th century to 1965, when it
merged with 2 neighbouring areas to become the western part of the new London Borough of
Newham. The area of the parish and 2 borough included not just central West Ham area, just
south of Stratford; but also the sub-districts of Stratford, Canning Town, 2 Plaistow, Custom
House, Silvertown, Forest Gate and the western parts of Upton Park, which is shared with East
Ham.

The district 2 was historically dependent on its docks and other maritime trades, while the inland
industrial concentrations led to its byname as 2 the Factory centre of the south of England.[2]
These sources of employment have largely been lost, though there has been 2 a degree of
regeneration, in part associated with the 2012 Olympic Games.

History [ edit ]

Toponymy [ edit ]

The first known 2 written use of the term, as '"Hamme', is in an Anglo-Saxon charter of 958, in
which King Edgar granted the 2 Manor of Ham, which was undivided at that time, to Ealdorman
Athelstan. A subsequent charter of 1037 describes a transfer 2 of land which has been identified
with East Ham, indicating that the division of the territory occurred between 958 and 2 1037.[3]
The place name derives from Old English 'hamm' and means 'a dry area of land between rivers or



marshland’, referring 2 to the location of the settlement within boundaries formed by the rivers Lea,
Thames and Roding and their marshes.[4] North 2 Woolwich seems likely to have been removed
from Ham in the aftermath of the Norman Conquest.[5]

The earliest recorded use of 2 West Ham, as distinct from Ham or East Ham, was in 1186 as
'‘Westhamma'. The creation of Stratford Langthorne Abbey 2 (one of England's larger
monasteries), and the building of Bow Bridge, the only dry crossing of the Lea for many 2 miles,
are likely to have increased the prosperity of the area.

Tudor and Stuart [ edit ]

In June 1648, during the 2 Wars of the Three Kingdoms, a Royalist force of some 5-600 men won
a minor battle against the Tower Hamlets 2 Militia at Bow Bridge and occupied Stratford for three
days, before heading off along the old Roman Road to the 2 Siege of Colchester.[6]

Urbanisation [ edit ]

West Ham underwent rapid growth from 1844 following the Metropolitan Building Act. The Act
restricted 2 dangerous and noxious industries from operating in the metropolitan area, the eastern
boundary of which was the River Lea. Consequently, 2 many of these activities were relocated to
the other side of the river and to West Ham, then a parish 2 in Essex centred on All Saints Church,
West Ham. As a result, West Ham became one of Victorian Britain's major 2 manufacturing
centres for pharmaceuticals, chemicals and processed foods. This rapid growth earned it the
name "London over the border".[7] The 2 growth of the town was summarised by The Times in
1886:

"Factory after factory was erected on the marshy wastes of 2 Stratford and Plaistow, and it only
required the construction at Canning Town of the Victoria and Albert Docks to make 2 the once
desolate parish of West Ham a manufacturing and commercial centre of the first importance and
to bring upon 2 it a teeming and an industrious population."[7]

Many workers lived in slum conditions close to where they worked, leading to periodic 2 outbreaks
of contagious diseases and severe poverty. The pollution and

First World War — West Ham Pals [ edit ]

In the 2 First World War, the Mayor and Borough of West Ham raised a pals battalion of local
volunteers, the 13th (Service) 2 Battalion (West Ham) of the Essex Regiment. East Ham also
raised a battalion, but it joined a different regiment.

The West Ham Pals were assigned to the 6th Infantry Brigade of the 2nd Infantry Division and
served on 2 the Western Front.[8] The disbandment occurred as the British Army was so short of
manpower that it could no longer 2 maintain as many units, the surviving members of the West
Ham battalion were re-assigned to other units to bring them 2 up to strength.

Second World War [ edit |

The presence of the Royal Docks, the Stratford railway lands and other high 2 value targets made
the Borough of West Ham one of the areas of London worst effected by bombing during the 2
Second World War. There were officially 1186 civilians killed,[9] but this may have been around
500 higher due to the 2 disputed death toll at South Hallsville School.[10]

In March 1976, an IRA terrorist planted a bomb on a Metropolitan Line train, 2 but it exploded
prematurely, at West Ham station, injuring seven. The perpetrator shot and injured a member of
the public 2 and fled. The train driver, Julius Stevens, gave chase but was shot and killed. The
terrorist ran into the street 2 where he was confronted by a policeman; he turned the gun on
himself but survived.[11]

In the 1970s and 1980s, the 2 area suffered from deindustrialisation, including closure of the
Bromley gasworks and West Ham Power Station.[12]

Administrative history [ edit ]

Local Government 2 — Ancient Parish [ edit ]

West Ham formed a large ancient parish of around 4,500 acres (18 km2) in the 2 Becontree
hundred of Essex. The parish was made up of three wards: Church-street, Stratford-Langthorne,
and Plaistow. The parish also included 2 the hamlet of Upton.

Initial administrative response to urbanisation [ edit ]

In 1840 2 the parish was included in the Metropolitan Police District soon after the built-up area of
London had encompassed much of 2 West Ham.

It had become apparent that local government in the parish of West Ham was not adequate to
meet the 2 needs of the area which was divided between the parish vestry, highway board and the
Havering and Dagenham Commissioners of 2 Sewers. Problems centred on provision of adequate
paving, water supply, fire fighting and control of development. In 1853 a group 2 of ratepayers
initiated moves to improve local administration. This led to a public enquiry by Charles Dickens'
brother Alfred, a 2 medical officer, who published a report in 1855 severely critical of conditions in
the slum areas.[7]

Accordingly, the Public Health Act 2 1848 was applied to the parish, and a local board of health
was formed in 1856. The board had 15 2 members: 12 elected and 3 nominated by the
Commissioners of Sewers.[13]

West Ham was included in the London postal district, established 2 in 1857, but not in the
statutory metropolitan area established in 1855 or the County of London established in 1889. 2
Instead, administrative reform was undertaken in the area in much the same way as a large
provincial town. A local 2 board was formed in 1856 under the Public Health Act 1848.

In November 1878 the inhabitants of the parish decided to 2 petition the privy council for a charter,
incorporating the town as a municipal borough.[14] This was in reaction to proposals 2 to enlarge
the area governed by the Metropolitan Board of Works to include adjoining districts with a
population of 50,000 2 or more: the primary aim of incorporation was to prevent the inclusion of
West Ham in an enlarged London municipality.[7] 2 This initial application was unsuccessful.
However, encouraged by the 1883 incorporation of Croydon, a second petition was submitted in
May 2 1885.[15] Following an inquiry in October 1885, a scheme for the creation of the borough
and dissolution of the board 2 of health was made in June and the charter was granted in July
1886.[16][17] A corporation consisting of a mayor, 2 12 aldermen and 36 councillors replaced the
board, with the first elections held on 1 November.[7] The first mayor was 2 John Meeson, head of
a local lime burning and cement making firm, and a former chairman of West Ham Local 2
Board.[18]

Local government — County Borough [ edit ]

In 1889 the borough was large enough in terms of population to become 2 a county borough and
was outside the area of responsibility of Essex County Council — though still formally within the 2
county. At the time of the 1901 census it was the ninth most populous district in England with a
population 2 of 267,308.[4] From 1934 to 1965 it was surrounded by the County Borough of East
Ham to the east, the 2 municipal boroughs of Wanstead and Woodford and Leyton to the north,
and the metropolitan boroughs of Poplar to the west 2 with the Thames to the south with
Greenwich on the far side.

Coat of arms [ edit 2 ]

The coat of arms was granted by the College of Arms on 14 January 1887. The chevrons on the
lower 2 portion represent Stratford, taken from the device of Stratford Langthorne Abbey. At the
top right, there are crossed hammers which 2 are also shown as the centrepiece of West Ham
United's badge, representing the Thames Ironworks and Shipbuilding Company — the 2 borough's
main employer. The ship is representative of the Royal Docks, and the area'’s long association
with the sea. The 2 Latin motto "Deo Confidimus" at the base translates as "In God We Trust."[19]

Formation of Newham and inclusion in Greater London [ edit |

The omission of West Ham from the London-administered 2 metropolitan area, which took in
nearby places such as Greenwich and Woolwich, was first commented on in 1855 and West 2
Ham Council later considered the case for inclusion in the County of London in 1895 and
1907.[20] The reluctance to 2 proceed with amalgamation was largely explained by lack of
perceived support, fear of financial disadvantage caused by increased rates, the 2 detrimental
effect of London planning laws on industry, and the desire to retain the independent civic



institutions and privileges attached 2 to county borough status.[20]

The Royal Commission on Local Government in Greater London reviewed the local government
arrangements of the Greater 2 London Conurbation and in 1965, under the terms of the London
Government Act 1963, the county borough, and the County 2 Borough of East Ham, were
abolished and their former area was amalgamated with small parts of Barking and Woolwich to 2
form the London Borough of Newham in Greater London.

Geography [ edit ]

The parish, and coterminous subsequent borough, lay east of 2 the Lea and north of the Thames,
with Leyton to the north and East Ham to the east. The boundary 2 between West and East Ham
was drawn from the now lost Hamfrith Waste and Hamfrith Wood in the north (then 2 the
southernmost parts of Epping Forest which extended as far south as the Romford Road at that
time), along Green 2 Street down to the small, similarly lost, natural harbour known as Ham Creek,
the mouth of a small watercourse.

The area 2 of the parish and borough included not just central West Ham area, just south of
Stratford, with the twin focuses 2 of All Saints' Parish Church and West Ham station; but also the
sub-districts of Stratford, Canning Town, Plaistow, Custom House, 2 Silvertown, Forest Gate and
the western parts of Upton Park which is shared with East Ham.

The areas along the Lea 2 and Thames were historically industrial with the remainder residential,
mostly Victorian terraced housing interspersed with higher density post-war social housing. 2
Since its urbanisation the area has always been one of the poorest in London.[21]

Ethnicity [ edit ]

In 1971, individuals of 2 non-European origin comprised approximately 16% of the population of
West Ham,[22] rising to approximately 30% by the 1991 census[22] and 2 65.5% in the 2011
census. In 2011 White British people comprising 19% of the ward's population with Other White
individuals 2 forming approximately 15% of the population.[23]

Transport [ edit ]

West Ham station on Manor Road (formerly called The Boleyn Ground) is 2 served by the London
Underground Jubilee, Hammersmith, and City and District tube lines; the National Rail c2c
services; and from 2 2010 the Docklands Light Railway. Plaistow and Stratford stations are also
close by.

Sport [ edit ]

The football club West Ham 2 United F.C. is named after the area. Their nicknames, the Irons and
the Hammers derive from their association with the 2 Thames Ironworks and Shipbuilding
Company, whose workers formed Thames Ironworks F.C. West Ham United F.C. played at the
Boleyn Ground 2 in nearby Upton Park between 1904 and 2024. The West Ham Stadium, a
football, greyhound racing and speedway stadium, operated 2 between 1928 and 1972, with a
capacity of 120,000. The street names of housing developed on the site of the 2 former stadium
pay homage to the speedway greats associated with West Ham, including Bluey Wilkinson and
Jack Young. The West 2 Ham Hammers team were involved in the top flight leagues 1929 to
1939, 1946 to 1955 and 1964 to 1971, 2 winning the inaugural British League in 1965.[24]

While football is probably the main focus for the community, there is rugby, with 2 Holland Road,
next to West Ham station, home to 3 rugby teams which play in Essex RFU leagues: Phantoms
RFC, 2 Kings Cross Steelers and East London RFC.

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Na regido volatil, poucas areas sao tao hostis quanto as
planicies ao redor da cidade sul-sudanesa de Abiemnom

Em uma regido instavel, poucas areas sao tao hostis quanto as planicies que cercam a cidade
sul-sudanesa de Abiemnom. A quatro milhas a nordeste dela fica a fronteira da regiao rica
novibet nigeria petrdleo de Abyei, onde espasmos de violéncia deixaram varias dezenas de
mortos este ano.

A poucos quildmetros mais distante fica a fronteira com o Sudao, que esta envolvido novibet
nigeria uma guerra civil. Da la, as forcas paramilitares notdrias de Apoio Rapido estdo se
movendo gradativamente mais perto.

A leste estdo os "criminosos" armados do estado de Warrap, responsaveis por uma série de
incursdes mortiferas novibet nigeria Abiemnom este ano. A sul e oeste ndo oferecem muita
alivio; la estédo as milicias de Unity state, recentemente acusadas de assassinar Civis.

Este canto do mundo da nacédo sul-sudanesa mais recente serve como um microcosmo do
redemoinho de rivalidades étnicas e inimizades histéricas que ameacam despedacar o Sudao do
Sul.

A cargo de manter a calma sobre as tensdes novibet nigeria Abiemnom estdo 72 tropas de paz da
ONU novibet nigeria um modesto posto avancado que foi inaugurado novibet nigeria maio nas
proximidades da cidade.

"Aqui é perigoso”, confirma o capitdo Enkhtuya Ariunbold, de 27 anos, fitando o arame farpado
no topo do perimetro do acampamento.

Ariunbold é natural de Ulaanbaatar, a capital do mundo mais fria, onde as temperaturas podem
chegar a -40C (-40F). Aqui, as primeiras horas da manha, estava com 35C. Suor escorre de seu
nariz.

Ele aponta para uma ponte trémula, a fronteira do estado de Warrap. "Os criminosos atravessam
novibet nigeria caminhdes armados, atirando nos residentes, levando seu gado. N&o fomos
atingidos - até agora."

Mas uma nova ameaca esta emergindo, uma que Ariunbold percebe pode trazer problemas de
todas as direcdes concebiveis.

O Sudéo do Sul esta se preparando para realizar novibet nigeria primeira eleicdo como pais
independente. O que deveria ser um momento de consolidacao unificador para o estado
embrionario esta se tornando rapidamente uma fonte de crescente ansiedade.

A eleicéo foi concebida como o ponto final de um acordo de paz assinado héa cinco anos para tirar
o pais de uma guerra civil que deixou pelo menos 400.000 mortos.

Sudan is hosting 700,000 refugees from the civil war in Sudan.

Todos os sinais, no entanto, sugerem que a preparacao do pais para uma empreitada tao
complexa e logisticamente exigente esta muito aquém do suficiente.

Altos funcionarios da ONU alertam que qualquer eleicéo interpretada como injusta, corrupta ou
simplesmente incompetente corre o risco de empurrar um dos estados mais pobres do mundo de
volta para o conflito novibet nigeria nivel nacional.

Nicholas Haysom, o chefe da missdo da ONU no Sudao do Sul (Unmiss), tem um ar ansioso
novibet nigeria seu quarto frugal na capital, Juba.

Haysom tem 14.000 tropas de paz estacionadas novibet nigeria todo o Sud&o do Sul novibet
nigeria um esforgo para impedir que o pais caia novibet nigeria outra guerra civil desastrosa, mas
recentemente solicitou outra batalh&o - mais 1.000 soldados.

Ele diz que o Sudao do Sul - que adquiriu a independéncia novibet nigeria 2011 - esta
enfrentando uma crise "existencial.

Uma crise alimentar cronica, as pressdes de abrigar 700.000 refugiados do Sudao e uma queda
na ajuda para um pais onde trés quartos das pessoas precisam de assisténcia humanitaria estdo
testando a viabilidade do estado.

A ruptura de um oleoduto crucial no Sudao pode ser o golpe final. O petréleo € o que mantém o
Sudéao do Sul unido, com novibet nigeria exportacdo contabilizando quase 90% dos rendimentos
do governo. A economia esta novibet nigeria queda livre.

"Quero sublinhar que a perspectiva de uma segunda guerra nesta regido do tipo que estamos
testemunhando no Sudao seria absolutamente catastrofica”, diz Haysom.

Os temores de que o0 Sudédo do Sul ndo esta pronto para realizar novibet
nigeria primeira eleicdo pos-independéncia

Haysom néo esta sozinho novibet nigeria se preocupar de que contra esse cenario tumultuado, o
Sudéo do Sul ndo esta pronto para realizar novibet nigeria primeira eleicdo pos-independéncia.

Originalmente prevista para dezembro - a data ainda n&o foi finalizada - as primeiras
adverténcias de que a preparacéo estava atrasada foram ouvidas novibet nigeria abril. Desde
entdo, pouco progresso tangivel foi feito.

Na semana passada, Haysom disse ao Conselho de Seguranca das Nacdes Unidas que o pais
nao se preparou o suficiente para as eleicbes novibet nigeria dezembro.

Anteriormente, ele disse ao Guardian que a incerteza sobre o voto estava gerando inquietacao
novibet nigeria todo o Sudao do Sul. "A literatura académica mostra que as eleicdes sdo uma das
causas mais provaveis do retorno ao conflito novibet nigeria uma sociedade”, diz.

"Este pais est& novibet nigeria um estado de certa ansiedade. Ndo sabemos qual sistema
eleitoral havera ou se havera registro de eleitores [ou] o que serd a maquina de reclamacdes."

Ninguém ainda sabe novibet nigeria que forma as elei¢cdes ocorrerdo. "Ha muito pouco progresso
na conclusao de uma visao do que as elei¢cbes seriam”, disse Haysom ao Conselho de
Seguranca das Nac¢des Unidas.

A incerteza esta desencorajando doadores que querem garantias de que seu financiamento
apoiard um processo justo e transparente. E uma ambiguidade que, de acordo com o
comandante militar sénior mais alto de Haysom, estd causando significativa tensao na
populacao.

O tenente-general Mohan Subramanian, o comandante de for¢ca da Unmiss, descreveu suas
tropas como operando novibet nigeria um "atmosfera politicamente carregada relacionada as
eleicbes” e que um pais com 320.000 armas entrou novibet nigeria um "periodo critico para
novibet nigeria paz e tranquilidade".

Estudo um mapa do Sudao do Sul repleto de pontos quentes e pontos potenciais de conflito,



Subramanian disse:

"O pior cenario hipotético é um retorno ao conflito novibet nigeria todo o pais. Mais
realisticamente, € um retorno a ondas de violéncia muito mais generalizadas novibet nigeria
multiplos estados."

As tropas da ONU estédo baseadas novibet nigeria 27 locais. Uma revisdo estratégica da ONU
sugeriu que 36 seriam necessarios.

Mas Haysom diz que os sul-sudaneses estao desesperados para que 0 processo democratico
comece. "Todas as pesquisas ou enquetes mostraram que os sul-sudaneses querem eleic¢des,
mesmo que suspeitem que venham com alguma violéncia", diz.

De volta a Abiemnom, Ariunbold esta terminando a patrulha da manh&. Do maior edificio da
cidade surge o comissario do condado, Matiop Dau Deng.

Prompto para repreender o mongol pelo estado da Unica estrada da cidade, o humor de Deng
melhora rapidamente.

"Estamos muito gratos por novibet nigeria presenca, a situacdo estd muito mais calma. Mas vocé
deve saber que aqui as coisas podem mudar muito rapidamente."
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
